CITIZENS CONCERNS/COMMENTS -   Sanilac County Commission Chairperson Ruby reported on Commission meetings.
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Sanilac County Sheriff Binecki gave Council an update on the activities since he was elected and took office a year ago.  He reminded the City to get signed up for the County work crew, if we have projects we need assistance on.

LaPonsie advised the City should have information from Wade-Trim as to taking over contracted services at the DPW; also, he hopes to hear from Larry Roggenbuck re the LDFA/Industrial Park grant/loan.  Cargill is holding out for March’s numbers, to see what budget amendments will be necessary.  Moshier had no report on Cemetery.   Zampich gave an update on Sanilac County Brownfield.

MANAGER’S REPORT – Lou had no addition to his written report.  

POLICE CHIEF REPORT – Chief McGinnis reported that he is looking at raising accident report fees; he will keep Council posted.

NEW BUSINESS – Mayor Redman recommended the appointment of Steve Ellis and Tammy Major to the Downtown Development Authority Board.

Motion by Quade and second by Cargill to approve the Mayor’s recommendation and appoint Steve Ellis and Tammy Major to the Downtown Development Authority Board.

COUNCIL COMMENTS – Motion by Elliott to close the pool for the 2010 season.  For lack of second, the motion died.

Motion by Quade and second by Zampich to open the pool for the 2010 season.  
Cargill stated the pool is in the budget; Manager LaPonsie agreed it is for the 09/10 season.  Elliott feels with the anticipated $112,000 shortfall in tax revenue, potential loss in State Revenue Sharing and the anticipation of a drop in the 2010 census numbers, he feels Council is grossly negligent if they continue to fund the pool.
