ADDITIONS, CORRECTIONS, DELETIONS TO AGENDA – Addition of OLD BUSINESS a.  City-Owned vacant property for sale and b.  City-Owned commercial building for sale.

CITIZENS CONCERNS/COMMENTS – Sanilac County Commission Chairman Ruby gave an update on County happenings.

COMMUNICATION FROM THE MAYOR – None

COUNCIL/COMMITTEE REPORTS – Park Chair Quade reported that a Park Board meeting will be called shortly; Personnel Committee has not met recently.
Infrastructure Chair Elliott referred to the Street Capital Improvement Plan 2010 that had been prepared by Townley Engineering.  Ron will meet with Manager LaPonsie and discuss the possibilities of having a project ‘plan ready’.
Finance Chair Cargill acknowledged information learned on 2-24-10 and in Council’s packet as to a reduction in the City’s taxable value.  Cargill noted the City is still uncertain of State Revenue Sharing for the end of the 09-10 fiscal year and the 10-11 fiscal year.  At this point we will see what the 3rd quarter numbers come in at and review everything again.

Cemetery Chair Moshier stated they are working on new rates.  Moshier also reported on his attendance at the Sanilac County Recycling Committee meeting, noting there are a lot of new things happening.

MANAGER REPORT – Manager LaPonsie had nothing to add to his written report.

POLICE CHIEF REPORT – Chief McGinnis had nothing to add to his written report
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Motion by Elliott and second by Quade to authorize Chief McGinnis to sell bicycles the Police Department has acquired over the years.

Motion by Elliott and second by Quade to authorize Chief McGinnis to trade an AK-47 with Scott’s Quick Stop, for ammo.

Motion Carried; Opposed: None

Motion by Quade and second by Wilson to allow Chief McGinnis to continue gathering information on the possibility of implementing a Cost Recovery program.
Motion Carried; Opposed: None

Councilpersons Elliott and Quade commended Chief McGinnis for his ongoing efforts to reduce costs within his Department and for keeping Council informed of Departmental activities.

Motion by Quade and second by Moshier to put City-owned property up for bid, specifically #1, #2, #3, #5, #7 and #8 as listed on Interim Manager LaPonsie’s listing of SELLABLE CITY-OWNED PROPERTIES, dated February 10, 2010.  Sealed bids will be due on Friday, April 16, 2010 by 1 pm.  The sealed bids will be opened at a Council Workshop held at 6 pm on Monday, April 19, 2010, prior to the regular Council meeting.

Motion by Quade and second by Moshier to put the City-owned commercial building, located at 6407 Morris Street, Marlette, Michigan, up for bid.  Interested parties shall contact City Hall to make arrangements for an appointment to view this property.  Sealed bids will be due on Friday, April 16, 2010 by 1 pm.  The sealed bids will be opened at a Council Workshop held at 6 pm on Monday, April 19, 2010, prior to the regular Council meeting.

Interim Manager LaPonsie stated the City has an appraisal for the 6407 Morris Street address.  Discussion ensued as to whether the Council would want to set a minimum for this property.  Quade stated he feels the appraisal is low.

NEW BUSINESS -  Motion by Cargill and second by Quade to approve the proposed MARLETTE FIRE AUTHORITY 2010-2011 BUDGET, as presented.

Fire Chief Bower and Fire Authority Chairperson Coltson were present to respond to any questions.  They advised Council that the City did receive quite an increase, due to the volume of fires within the City during the past year.

Discussion was raised as to the increased charge for a false run and whether the information had been passed on to residents and/or businesses.  Council was reminded they had made the decision, at an earlier meeting (12-07-09), to charge the $1100 across the board for all runs.  John Frazier, Publisher for THE MARLETTE LEADER was in attendance and asked to mention the change in the fee in his article.
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COUNCIL COMMENTS - Council was advised that Councilman Zampich was transferred from St. Mary’s Hospital in Saginaw to HealthSource Rehab Center in Saginaw today.
The DPW was thanked for their clean-up efforts from the recent snows.

PUBLIC COMMENT -  Sanilac County Commissioner Chairman Ruby added to Councilman Moshier’s comments about the Sanilac County Recycling Facility, noting the County is very pleased with the changes implemented by the new Director.
