COUNCIL/COMMITTEE REPORTS – Quade reported on Planning Commission meeting, he also stated that things are progressing at the pool.  Personnel Chair Quade informed Council that effective April 19th Manuel Navarro has been promoted to DPW Superintendent; Paul Balk has returned to the position of DPW Laborer.
Motion by Quade with second by Wilson to accept the recommendation of Personnel Committee and promote Manuel Navarro to the position of DPW Supt., effective April 19, 2010, with a $2.00 per hour increase in pay and that Paul Balk be returned to the position of DPW Laborer, effective April 17, 2010, with a $2.00 per hour decrease in pay.

Motion Carried; Opposed: None

Motion by Elliott with second by Moshier to instruct the DPW crew to remove the bathroom structure, with attached light and electrical service at Memory Park, at its earliest opportunity.
It was noted that the building has been in disrepair for some time; it has not be used as a public restroom due to continual vandalism.  Likewise, the lights at Memory Park are constantly being vandalized.   Council was advised there will be a minimal savings on the City’s liability insurance once the building is removed and also there will be a monthly savings when the electrical service is removed.

Motion Carried; Opposed: None

Finance Chair Cargill stated they are waiting on month end reports for March; with those numbers the 10-11 fiscal year budget will be finalized and presented to Council.

MANAGER’S REPORT – In addition to the Manager’s written report, he advised we are experiencing additional maintenance problems with the street sweeper.  Council was also advised that local bids are being sought which will hopefully be lower than the quote from Bell Equipment.
Motion by Quade with second by Moshier to authorize the City Manager to approve up to $12,000 for repairs to the street sweeper.

Motion Carried; Opposed:  None

Mayor Redman questioned the Manager on the water shrinkage numbers in his report.  There was discussion as to possible reasons for the large amounts of water that were pumped, yet unbilled.  Fire Authority Chairman, Coltson, stated he would speak to Chief Bower about water used by the Fire Department.  It was noted that water usage for the City sewer jetter and sweeper should also be recorded.
POLICE CHIEF’S REPORT – Accepted as written.  Chief McGinnis advised of cleanup to be done this week in the Wm. Little Subdivision on a lot owned by the Sanilac County Treasurer.  He advised of research being done regarding the legality of parking of semi tractor/trailer rigs in the City parking lot between W. Marlette and Morris Streets. The D.D.A. is currently seeking bids to resurface the City’s parking lots; during conversation with D.D.A. Chairperson Wilson, she stated the D.D.A. would pick up the cost for signs advising of parking restrictions in the City’s lots.  McGinnis also reminded Council of the May 1st State of Michigan smoking ban for all public buildings.
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OLD BUSINESS – None

NEW BUSINESS:  Country Fair Days Chairperson Ken McCoy reviewed changes to the 2010 C.F.D. schedule, noting they are currently seeking donations for the fireworks.   Councilman Quade thanked McCoy and other committee members for all their efforts.

BIDS – City Property:  All of the bids had been opened at a workshop held prior to tonight’s regular Council meeting at 5:30 pm.  Council had a tabulation sheet in front of them, with notation as to the City properties for which bids were received.
Motion was made by Elliott with second by Quade to sell 6673 Ervin St., in Wm. Little Subdivision, parcel #76-330-032-300-610-00 for the bid amount of $501.00, to Rick Davidson.

Motion Carried; Opposed:  None

Motion was made by Elliott with second by Quade to sell parcel #76-330-032-300-610-00 for the bid amount of $201.00, to Jason King.

There was discussion held, due to the City sewer main in the lot, there will need to be a City Easement as a part of the deed, etc. 
Motion Carried; Opposed:  None

Motion was made by Elliott with second by Quade to sell parcel #76-330-100-032-007-00 for the high bid amount of $45,262.45, to partners Brett Johnson and Debbie Wilson,  Sisters in Quilting.

Motion Carried; Opposed:  None; Abstained:  Wilson

Questions were asked by Johnson & Wilson as to whether a land contract was an option, as referenced in their current lease agreement, and, whether the rent payments they have made will apply against the bid price of $45,262,45, also referenced in their current lease agreement.  They advised both questions were also asked in their bid document.
Mayor Redman and Interim Manager LaPonsie advised the City Attorney would be asked to review the bid documents and give an opinion.  

SERVICES AT WWTP – Motion by Elliott with second by Cargill to allow Wade-Trim Operations to perform three additional services at the City’s WWTP facilities, to outside customers, with an agreed fee payable to the City. The three (3) services are:  Outside Drinking Water Testing, Outside Wastewater Testing and Receiving Outside RV/Septic Tank Hauler sludge.  See attached addendum.

Motion by Elliott with second by Moshier to accept the Manager’s recommendation to hire TOWNLEY ENGINEERING, LLC, for professional services to do staking and mapping of the Marlette City Cemetery, for the estimated amount of $2,740. (Contract attached)

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COUNCIL COMMENTS - Councilman Zampich advised of the upcoming Lions Club White Cane drive 

Councilman Zampich also reminded Council and City Staff of the upcoming Region V meeting to be held in Marlette on Friday, May 21st.  He would encourage everyone to attend.  

Councilman Cargill asked for Council’s thoughts on the proposal given by Wade-Trim Operations for taking over the City DPW.  The consensus was there are still more specifics needed from Wade-Trim.  
With Mannie just having been promoted to DPW Supt., perhaps he ought to be given an opportunity to see if there are areas that he feels the City can save money.  It was also stated this is a window of opportunity for the Interim City Manager to work and spend time with the DPW to see if there are areas that might be streamlined, the Supt. needs to better schedule the way the DPW does their work, the inventory must be completed.  There was another suggestion that perhaps a 2nd and 3rd proposal might be a good idea.  The final consensus was that Council does not want a ‘blended contract’ that would run concurrent with the current WWTP contracted operation contract and that the decision will be tabled for 3-6 months.
