ADDITIONS, CORRECTIONS, DELETIONS TO AGENDA – Mayor Redman stated there would be a deletion under  NEW BUSINESS b. Possible Headlee override ballot proposal for August Primary.  Mayor Redman referred this to a Committee of the Whole workshop prior to the May 17th regular council meeting.

Mayor Redman advised there would be an addition under NEW BUSINESS b.  WEIDMAN LOCK & KEY SERVICE.

CORRESPONDENCE – None
CITIZENS CONCERNS/COMMENTS – Sanilac County Commission Chairman, Jim Ruby, advised of recent County business.  

Paul Muxlow, introduced himself as a Republican candidate for the State Representative seat.

COMMUNICATION FROM THE MAYOR – None

COUNCIL/COMMITTEE  REPORTS – Quade had no report for Personnel or Planning Commission; he did note that work is progressing for a June opening of the pool.  Finance Chair Cargill advised that he had received the March month-end reports and he will be calling a workshop prior to the next Council meeting.   

MANAGER’S REPORT – In addition to his written report, Manager LaPonsie advised that DTE will be removing the electrical service at Memory Park in the very near future.  He also noted that the DPW will begin recording water usage for the street sweeper and the sewer jetter.

POLICE CHIEF’S REPORT – Chief McGinnis had nothing to add to his written report.
OLD BUSINESS – None

NEW BUSINESS – Motion was made by Quade and second by Cargill to approve the special advertising package, offered by WMIC 660, for 60 commercials to promote the community.  The price of $824, which is the same as last year, also gets the City of Marlette a full-page in the Summer Activity Guide.

Motion Carried; Opposed:  None

Motion by Quade and second by Zampich to authorize the hiring of Weidman’s Lock & Key Service of Marlette, to install six new storeroom locks with restricted keyway key in knob lock cylinders.  They will also be providing two chrome padlocks, seven lock cylinders are being rekeyed and supplying a total of twelve 5-pin restricted keys.  These new keys/locks are for the DPW garage, well house and water tower.
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Motion Carried; Opposed: None
Motion by Elliott with second by Moshier to accept a proposal from Townley Engineering, LLC, to create a map showing the current layout of the City of Marlette’s Water System, for an estimated amount of $1,800.

Motion Carried; Opposed: None

Motion by Elliott with second by Wilson to authorize the City Manager to release the check to the State of Michigan, in the amount of $133,225.68, for the MEDC Block Grant Settlement in full.
City Manager LaPonsie reviewed the 04-15-10 letter from Nancy Eddy, Financial Specialist, CDBG Program, the 04-27-10 letter from City Attorney Greg Stremers, with his proposed RELEASE OF FURTHER OBLIGATION OF CDBG GRANT FUNDS, and the 05-04-10 email from Nancy Eddy which stated Mike Pohnl, MSF Fund Manager will have their legal staff review Mr. Stremers’ RELEASE.  Once the final form is approved, Mr. Pohnl will sign a Release and it will be mailed to the City, after the City check has cleared.

Council further instructed the City Manager that appropriate words should be put on the front and back of the check, stating that by cashing the check the State of Michigan is accepting payment as full settlement.
