ADDITIONS, CORRECTIONS, DELETIONS TO AGENDA:  Addition to New Business:  c.  Sewer Rate Increase and d.  Offer on City Property

CORRESPONDENCE:  Mayor Redman referenced the signed RELEASE OF FURTHER OBLIGATION OF COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG) FUNDS received, via fax, by the City Manager today.  (The signed RELEASE will be added as an Addendum to these minutes.)  Mayor Redman stated that it is good to have this issue resolved, with a savings to the City.

CITIZENS CONCERNS/COMMENTS:  Sanilac County Commission Chairman, Jim Ruby, advised of recent County business.  
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Morna Rinn addressed Council.  She passed out pictures to Council of her group’s concerns – the storage of “car carcasses”, tires and dirt piles in the back/side yard of a local business.   After much discussion, Mayor Redman referred the blight concern to Chief McGinnis and asked the Chief to meet with the owners and discuss a possible solution to the concern and hopefully the owners can give Council a time line in which they anticipate being able to clean up and/or ‘hide’ the issues of concern.  Chief McGinnis stated he would report back at the June 21st Council meeting.
Galen Faith, President of the Thumbs Up Snowmobile Club appeared before Council asking for a Resolution granting snowmobiles permission to get to local gas stations and restaurants, from the trailhead at Marlette Golf Course/Coach House .  The Police Chief will put a package together and present it at the next Council meeting.
Patrecia Ross thanked Pat Wilson, Kendra Jickling, Don Potter and all who helped do the flower planting on Main Street.

COMMUNICATION FROM THE MAYOR:  None

COUNCIL/COMMITTEE REPORTS:  Pool Chair Quade reported the pool opened last Friday (6-4-10); everything is going well.  He noted that Marlette Roofing patched the liner and repaired the grates, Yaroch worked on the boiler and Ford Plumbing did some repairs to the bathroom facilities.

Finance Chair Cargill noted the Budget Hearing will be held on June 21st; Council will also be adopting the millage allocation and the L-4029.

MANAGER’S REPORT:  Council consensus was in agreement with Manager LaPonsie to pay off the Layne Christensen balance due of $7,881.55.  This will complete the agreement with Layne Christensen for work completed on wells 1, 3, 4 and 5, also for their provision of a transformer for well no 3 and the completion of the abandonment of well 1.

Marlette Fire Authority Chairman, Ron Coltson, advised that the Fire Authority is probably going to have to sue Detroit Edison to recoup expenses the Department incurred during stand-by services for Detroit Edison property.

PUBLIC COMMENT – Patrecia Ross advised the Mural Committee has five (5) artists that will start painting soon on the Moore’s Ice Cream and Schultz’s Electric buildings.
