Mayor Redman read notice of DPW Employee Joe Willis, receiving his S-3 Waterworks System Operator’s License.
CITIZENS CONCERNS/COMMENTS -   Sanilac County Commission Chairman Ruby reviewed recent County happenings.  He urged voters to approve the 911 Emergency Services millage that is on the August Primary Ballot.
Marlette Fire Authority Chairman Coltson advised of a meeting he and Marlette Twp. Chairman Dale attended, along with 12-15 other Township and Fire Authorities, who met with a representative of DTE regarding outstanding bills.

COMMUNICATION FROM THE MAYOR – None

COUNCIL/COMMITTEE REPORTS – Quade reported the Park had an inspection today by the Sanilac County Health Department and they passed with flying colors.  Finance Chair Cargill advised of the hearing that is later in the Agenda, for the approval of the L-4029 and the Annual Budget hearing.  Councilman Zampich reported the Lions Club approved doing repairs to the play structure donated by the Kraft Family in memory of Paul Kraft.
MANAGER’S REPORT – No questions to the written report.

POLICE CHIEF REPORT – Chief McGinnis reported he has almost finished completing a Secure our Schools (SOS) grant. This is a 50/50 match grant which would be matched by the school.
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OLD BUSINESS – a.  Motion by Cargill and second by Zampich to allow a final payment to Layne Christensen Company for the work completed on wells no. 1, 3, 4 and 5 and also for their provision of a transformer for well no. 3 and the abandonment of well no. 1.  This final payment is to be made in this fiscal year (prior to June 30, 2010) in the amount of $7881.55.

Mayor Redman opened the Public Hearing on the purposed City Budget for the 2010-2011 Fiscal Year.  The property tax millage rate proposed to be levied to support the proposed budget is the subject of this hearing.

Mayor Redman stated the Michigan Department of Treasury form L-4029 has been reviewed by Council, relative to the 16.2417 mills to be levied on the City Summer tax bills, with the total mills going to General Operating.  

Mayor Redman asked if there was anyone in the audience that wished to address the proposed budget.
There being no discussion, the Public Hearing was closed at 7:26 p.m.

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Quade asked if there was funding in the 2010-2011 budget to operate the pool through this season and to open it next year.  Finance Chair Cargill stated there is money budgeted for that.

Quade stated, while he was not sure about any employee wages, based on the budget as presented, he assumes if they are in the budget, they will be handled by bringing to Council.

There was discussion as to the cash balance in the 101 Fund and the dramatic turn around from a year ago.
Councilman Elliott stated that he would be voting against the budget because there is no money budgeted for City streets which are 24/7, yet there is money for the pool that is open three months a year.  

Finance Chair Cargill re-affirmed any major purchase, even though it may be in the budget being adopted tonight, it will still come before Council prior to a purchase.

Motion by Cargill with second by Quade to authorize the City Manager to purchase the Upgrade to Neptune Windows CE Meter Reading System from RIO Supply Michigan Meter, Inc. ($7,299) and, corresponding Utility Billing Interface – Neptune Meter Readers ($495), along with the Annual Maintenance fee for the Interface ($99), for a cost of $594, from Tyler Technologies.  The total project cost is $7893.

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PUBLIC COMMENT – Jeff and Tiffany Reamer, of 31 Motor Sports, LLC, located at 3010 Fenner Street, appeared before Council to address concerns raised by a group of citizens at the June 7, 2010 Council meeting.  The concerns raised were about the storage of “car carcasses, tires, dirt piles, etc. being stored in the back/side yard of Wolverine Shredding”.  The Reamers first clarified that their business is 31 Motor Sports not Wolverine Shredding. The Reamers feel they have followed procedures and gotten the proper licenses.  Their plan is to get it fenced in but they need time, due to the downturn in the economy.  They appreciate Council working with them.
