COMMUNICATION FROM THE MAYOR – None

COUNCIL/COMMITTEE REPORTS – Zampich reported that the Ordinance Committee recently met; they agreed with Council’s action at the 06-21-10 Council meeting.  Interim Manager LaPonsie stated he had met last week with the owners of 31 Motor Sports and had met with the D.D.A. today.  The D.D.A. has agreed to offer a 0% loan to 31 Motor Sports to facilitate their installation of a fence.  Chief McGinnis stated he had met with 31 Motor Sports earlier today and they anticipate taking advantage of the offer of the 0% loan from the D.D.A.  
Cargill stated he was happy about the offer from the D.D.A., however, he wants to make it clear Council ‘can’t pick and choose blight’, however, the City should make every effort to work with people.

Motion by Cargill with second by Zampich to enforce the Blight Ordinance as it is on the books.

Wilson stated that he disagrees, as the City does not want to force businesses out of town.

After much discussion, Mayor Redman called for a vote, noting that unless Council wants to redo the Ordinance currently on the books, Council needs to enforce it.

The owners of 31 Motor Sports addressed Council, stating they anticipate taking advantage of  the offer from the D.D.A.  They are still quite concerned about giving Council a time line; they have met with an attorney who suggested giving a dead line that allows them plenty of time, which is where they came up with the 11-01-2011 date.  

After much discussion, Mayor Redman asked that they meet with the D.D.A., get their deal worked out and come up with a hard and firm time line that is somewhere in the 4-6 months time frame, then come back to Council with that date.  Redman assured them any extenuating circumstances (time wise) that arise after a date has been established, would be reviewed and considered.

Mayor Redman asked if Council had any other questions/concerns.

Mayor Redman asked Chief McGinnis if he was all set with the direction that Council wanted him to go.  Brian stated that he was all set.  
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MANAGER’S REPORT -   Lou advised the DPW is working on some old mowers, cleaning them up, and may be asking Council for authorization to put them up for bid.

Councilman Cargill asked what the status was of the drain/culvert on Lorraine Street that collapsed last week.  Lou advised the guys have it temporarily repaired; however, they will be inspecting it further.
POLICE CHIEF’S REPORT – Brian noted he will follow-up with 31 Motors Sports and report back to Council.

NEW BUSINESS – Motion by Wilson and second by Moshier to accept the recommendation of the D.D.A. and Engineer Chris Townley and hire Aztec Asphalt, Inc. for the Fenner Street Parking and Alley Improvements, at a bid price of $75,321.50.
Council was advised that Aztec is looking at a sixty (60)  day window for completion of the project, once they get started.
